	studies influence of cultural and ethnic similarities and differences on functioning 

	
	emphasizes individual freedom, capacity for personal growth, potential for self-fulfillment 

	
	rare problem with severe impairments in communication, motor systems, socialization 

	
	method of exploring conscious mental processes by asking subjects to look inward 

	
	interested in how we process, store, and use information; how information influences us 

	
	says mental disorders are due to unconscious conflicts or problems from the psychosexual stages 

	
	examines how genes, hormones, and nervous system interact with environments 

	
	medical doctor (MD) with additional years of clinical training in diagnosis, treatment 

	
	has Ph.D. plus specialization in clinical psychology and supervised work in therapy 

	
	has completed 4-5 years of postgraduate education; has obtained Ph.D. in psychology 

	
	focuses on measurement of abilities, skills, intelligence, personality, abnormal behaviors 

	
	systematic scientific study of behaviors and mental processes 

	
	study of basic elements like perception which make up conscious mental processes 

	
	study of function rather than structure of consciousness; how mind adapts to change 

	
	emphasized that perception is more than sum of its parts; how sensation becomes perception 

	
	includes areas of sensation, perception, learning, human performance, motivation, and emotion 

	
	branch of psychology devoted to identifying and explaining the continuities and changes that individuals display over time.
