	neither the subjects nor the researchers know which group is receiving which treatment 

	
	one or more of the subjects'  behaviors that are used to measure the potential effects of the treatment 

	
	an educated guess about some phenomenon stated in precise, concrete language to rule out confusion 

	
	a way to obtain information by asking many individuals to answer a fixed set of questions 

	
	a statement in support of a particular viewpoint based on observations of our personal experiences 

	
	some intervention (pill, injection) that resembles medical therapy but has no actual medical effects 

	
	a general approach to gathering information and answering questions so error, bias is minimized 

	
	explaining the purpose and method of the experiment to subjects, helping them deal with doubts or guilt 

	
	identifying cause and effect relationships by following a set of rules that minimize error, bias and chance 

	
	studying individuals under systematic and controlled conditions, with real-world influences eliminated 

	
	composed of subjects who undergo all the same procedures but who do not receive the treatment 

	
	each subject in a sample population has an equal chance of being selected to participate in experiment 

	
	an association or relationship between the occurrence of two or more events 

	
	a number that indicates the strength of a relationship between two or more events 

	
	an in depth analysis of the thoughts, feelings, beliefs, experiences, behaviors or problems of a single person 

	
	a technique for obtaining information by asking subjects check answers on a written list of questions 

	
	a relatively normal environment in which researchers observe behavior but don't change or control it 

	
	having a strong belief or making a statement about a future behavior then acting to carry out the behavior 

	
	composed of subjects who receive the experimental treatment 

	
	a treatment or something that the researcher controls or manipulates
