Assignment:  A poetic representation of a motif 

Step 1 

Find a poem on the internet that has the same motif as one listed above.  Choose up to 6 lines from the poem (poem needs to be a minimum of 6 lines) that you think best represent the motif you’ve chosen.

Step 2 

Start to either sketch or look up drawings/images/photos that connect to the motif you’ve chosen.   I encourage you to creatively alter the photos or images so they artistically evoke the motif you are trying to show.  You should have a minimum of 4 images 

Step 3

Find a way to creatively paste/write your lines of selected poetry, as well as your images on your coloured paper.  

Step 4 

On the other side of the coloured paper, find three quotes from Romeo and Juliet which also show this motif

Attach a little piece of paper, called your ‘bibliography’ that cites your websites used as well as the book.
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
